History
Pannanich Wells is found beside the village of Ballater, near Balmoral Castle in the Scottish Highlands.  From 1760, it was widely documented, that its waters had curative properties, with numerous references to cases where beneficial effects had been enjoyed.  The first story told how a local woman was cured of a terminal disease (scrofula) by drinking the water and was followed by many similar incidents.  

Word quickly spread about the curative waters and after continual successes, thousands descended upon the area to taste and bathe in the "miracle water".  The village of Ballater was built to accommodate their increasing numbers and for many years, people flocked to Pannanich Wells in search of the water that helped their ailments and invigorated them.  In 1769, Thomas Pennant, the naturalist, made the first reference to the water's ability to help with rheumatism, gravel disorders, scrofula and skin complaints.

Adverts appeared in the Aberdeen Journal from 1793, placed by a local surgeon who was in attendance at the Wells each week.  He had devised appropriate doses of water to be taken, the best methods of bathing for treating skin complaints and suggested it should be drunk first thing in the morning.  Famous visitors included Queen Victoria, who wrote about the waters in her Highland Journals, Sir Walter Scott and Lord Byron.

Curative springs were quite common at one time, but pollution around the world has ruined many water supplies. Fortunately, the Royal Deeside Valley and this water remain unspoilt, possessing the same qualities of centuries ago.  Deeside Water takes many years from rainfall to outflow during which time it is protected deep underground from pollution and absorbs its unique properties from the rock.  The quality of the water has been regularly measured, with the earliest analysis in 1843.  

The word "tonic" appears frequently in the history of the water and in many recent cases, aches and pains have apparently eased.  Modern day reports also describe a general feeling of well-being and invigoration with many people commenting on increased mobility of the joints and a benefit to their skin and with stomach complaints.
